BICYCLE THEFT PREVENTION

Bicycle thefts are common when not properly secured to a stationary post,

such as a bicycle rack.

= Avoid leaving your bicycle standing free and unattended.

= Make sure you have a valid bike license affixed to the bicycle frame.
This identifies you as the owner and can rapidly aid in recovery when
found or impounded.

= Register (license) your bicycle at
http://capsnet.usc.edu/dps/bikeregistration.cfm or at the DPS
station located at PSA, Mon —Fri, between the hours of 8:30 AM and
4:00 PM. The cost is $3.00.

To enhance the security of your bicycle, lock the rear of your bicycle frame
to a bike rack as seen in these photos.

For added security, use a secondary lock to secure the front tire to the
frame as seen in these photos.
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
